Greetings marching band members! I hope you are ready for band camp. This year’s camp is
going to be a great time for students, staff, and families. Please use the following information to
help you plan for the upcoming weeks. If you have any questions please contact me.

o -Band Camp is mandatory. Rehearsals will be Monday to Thursday from 8 AM-12noon
and 6PM-9PM. Fridays will be from 8AM-4PM (bring a lunch). In addition, we will
have a special rehearsal time on the first Monday, August 2™, from 1PM-4PM. Students
should bring a lunch this day as well (and have a plan for dinner, you are welcomed to
stay if you need to). We will be inside for the 1PM-4PM time slot.

o -During Week One of camp most of the time is spent learning technique, music,
marching basics, and getting to know the other students and staff. We will also begin to
learn the field show.

o -During Week Two we will focus mainly on learning the field show.

o -Thursday Evening, August 11", will be parent and family night. All family members are
invited to watch the second half of rehearsal, see a performance of the show, and have a
little bit of fun. Please consider joining us for this awesome event at 7PM (rehearsal still
begins at 6PM).

o -Supply order sheets have been distributed. All students need to order and/or get the
necessary supplies. Remember that student accounts can be used to purchase supplies.
