Central Dauphin Band Boosters’ Association
Meeting Minutes — Tuesday, December 1, 2009

President Eric Bloom called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm. The Treasurer’s report (Jolene
Yaede) was presented but not passed pending final audit. This report shows revenues and
expenses for the month. The Boosters have almost $12,000 in the bank. This is great because
Mr. Ceresini has a wish list item he would like to purchase. Usually there is a December/January
squeeze because of paying for the meals at the Holiday Dance but that won’t be a problem this
year because we are not having the dinner, just desserts. The Financial Secretary’s report (Tim
Clouser) was presented. The first page of this report lists the financial information by event. The
second page shows budget to actual. Mr. Ceresini said that we should soon be getting a check for
approximately $2,000 from the Showcase that we hosted in May. If you have any questions
about either of these reports you can email the Boosters. The Recording Secretary’s Report (Sue
Douma) was reviewed and passed on the motions of Sue Acri and Belinda Clouser.

Vice President’s Report (Diane Baker - Diane had nothing to report.

President’s Report (Eric Bloom) — Eric said that the Boosters received a $500 donation from
the Linglestown American Legion for our influence in having the Marching Band participate in
the Linglestown Memorial Day Parade. The CD Ram Band had not participated in this parade for
a long time.

Band Officers’ Report - Mr. Brandon Allen and Mr. Ben Guise - Both gentlemen were
dressed festively. Brandon gave us a recap of past events. He said that the Veteran’s concert was
good and the bands sounded great. The Indoor Majorettes and Guard have started their respective
practices and the Drumline begins practice tomorrow evening. The Powder Puff Football game
was fun and there were six sousaphones in the pep band. The Marching Band played in two
playoff games. The Rams’ lost to Cumberland Valley was disappointing. The final Marching
Band performance was at the Holiday Parade which was followed by a pizza party and the senior
speeches. There was Jazz testing in front of Mr. C. Jazz | played two short songs at the
Minithon. Ben gave us preview of upcoming events. District Band tryouts are this Saturday.
The Drumline will practice on Mondays, Wednesdays and Saturdays. Jazz Il will have a
performance at Strawberry Square on December 9". The Holiday Dessert Dance is December
11™. Jazz | has a gig at Sheraton Four Points on December 16"™. The pit for the musical will
begin practices in January. The Band Officers have a meeting next Tuesday. The band room has
remained clean.

Mr. Ceresini’s Report - Mr. Ceresini also gave us a recap of past events. He said that Zach
Smith tried to punk him at the Powder Puff Football game. Zach knows that Mr. C dislikes the
sound made by sousaphones. Zach was able to arrange with the janitor at Paxtionia Elementary
(where they keep the district’s old band instruments) to let him borrow all the sousaphones. Six
to ten students played the sousaphones in the pep band. Mr. Ceresini was only able to attend part
of the game because he had to go to a School Board meeting but Ms. Dedrick was at the game. It
was nice that the Linglestown buddies were able to join the Marching Band for the Keynotes
concert. Mrs. Nelson thought the concert was very effective as a Marching Band recruiting tool.
The Veterans’ Day concert was great. Thanks to Tim Clouser for arranging for the Color Guard
to be there. The Marching Band season ended with the Rams’ loss to Cumberland Valley and the
Harrisburg Holiday Parade in which the band came in second. The pizza/ice cream party and
senior speeches were fun. There was a Band-a-Rama 2010 planning meeting on November 19".
Six to seven parents attended the meeting. There was a good discussion and several parents



volunteered to head specific areas of this event. District Band tryouts are this Saturday at
Dallastown. Twenty students will be trying out. The students will meet at East High at 5:45am.
Mr. Ceresini also gave us a preview of upcoming events. Upcoming events: The Jazz bands will
perform at the Capital Chorus on December 12". This event is at the Scottish Rite Cathedral.
Tickets cost $12 for adults and $5 for students. The bands start playing at 7pm. Flyers were
available at the meeting. The Indoor season calendar is available online. Some of the shows
listed may change. The School Board approved the merger of all three groups. The groups will
perform under the Scholastic category. There are East students in the majorettes and drumline.
The musical pit will start rehearsals in January. As for an update on the new uniforms, Stanbury
is making a sample of the new band uniform so that it can be presented to the School Board at the
appropriate time. Mr. Ceresini’s wish list item is a five octave marimba. The marimba costs
$7,000 and can be used by the Marching Band, Indoor Drumline and the Percussion Ensemble.

Landis Field Concessions - Ram Home Games Visitor’s Side - Guises, Baldwins, Mansures
and Thorwarts — Thanks to the Guises, Baldwins, Mansures and Thorwarts for all their hard
work this season. Also thanks to all those that helped with the many volunteer responsibilities.
Natalie Guise presented us with her four year concession report. Her report is included as an
attachment to the meeting notes.

Chaperoning Recap — Mary Becher — Thanks to Mary and her volunteers for a great year.
Bonus Books — Diane Baker — We started the Books on September 18". The books sold for $25.
There was a profit of $12 per book with a 70 student/30 Booster profit split. We sold 262 books
for revenue of $6,530 (Gross profit $3,254 — Students $2,134/Boosters $1,120). Out of the 170
books issued to students only one remains missing. This was a successful fundraiser and seems
easier than the discount cards that were sold last year. The best seller sold 30 books.

Senior Recognition Night — November 6, 2009 — Laurie Kissinger. This was a great event.
Laurie received a nice note from the Football Coach. For next year we should make note to save
programs for the senior parents as several parents were unable to get programs this year. Laurie
would also like to plan an activity to keep the parents busy between the pregame meeting and the
ceremony.

KeyNotes Concert and Ice Cream Social — November 7, 2009 — Sue Acri. Sue thanked all her
volunteers.

Wolfgang Candy — Barbara Edinger — The sale ends December 4, 2009. There is a profit split
of 70/30. Pick-up is December 18". Orders and money are due on Friday.

Blue Mountain Candle Sale — Scott Reigle — The sale ends tonight. There is a profit split of
70/30. Pick-up is December 18". The candles will sell for $13 with a $5 profit per candle.
Candle sales totaled 142. There is free shipping with sales of 160.

Holiday Dessert Dance — December 11, 2009 — Cheryl Blaha and Michelle Doyle. Everything
is ready for this event. This year we are just having desserts which will be donated by the
parents. Punch, coffee, tea, water and sodas will be available. Donations of Pepsi products are
appreciated. Mr. G will provide coffee samples. Dancing Dave and Eileen will attend. Setup
will begin a 3pm for those that are available to help.

Winter Strawberry Sale — December 2009/January 2010 -- Melissa Graeff - Flyers were
available at the meeting. You may begin selling the strawberries now. Orders and money are due
January 14, 2010. Delivery will be in February. The cost is $26 per flat (8 quarts) and the profit
will be $8 per flat.

Coffee Sale — December 2009/January 2010 — Leona Asper — This product sale is Mr. G
Coffee from Reedsville. The cost is $7.50 per bag. These are small sample size bags. The coffee
is available in ground or whole bean. The profit for student accounts will be $2.36 a bag. There
will be samples at the Holiday Dinner Dance and a contest to name the different flavored coffees.
Eric’s entry is Mr. C’s Morning Blend. Several small coffee makers will be needed.
